Do you have a cough?

Do you have any shortness of breath?

All schools will have a drive up service to pick up Chromebooks per the schedule below.

This service will be to distribute Chromebooks to students in grades 3-12 if they do not have
access to their own device. Please be patient with this process as we work to get you the
